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INTRODUCTION




PURPOSE & BACKGROUND OSHKOSH MPO

The annual State of the System Report is
designed to evaluate the status of the Oshkosh
Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO)
transportation system and track the progress
of performance measures through datasets and
maps. The report will provide MPO staff, local
government staff, and outside service providers
data about transportation systems.

BIL & IIJA

The Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL) was
signed into law on November 15, 2021. Passed
as the Infrastructure and Investment in Jobs
Act (11JA), the BIL outlines federal funding
programs for infrastructure including public
transit, micro-transit, motor vehicle and freight
safety, highway efficiency, hazardous material
transportation, equity, and environmental
protection. The BIL reemphasizes the integral
relationship land use has with transportation
infrastructure, as well as the need to address
mobility from a multimodal perspective, as
previously emphasized under the FAST Act,
MAP-21, TEA-21, and SAFETEA-LU.

A series of performance measures have

been established by the U.S. Department of
Transportation, the Wisconsin Department of
Transportation, and the Oshkosh MPO to monitor
conditions of the transportation system on a
local and national scale. Six components of

the Oshkosh MPO transportation system are
monitored throughout this report: roadways,
transit, bicycle and pedestrian network, the Safe
Routes to School program, airports, and freight.
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MPO Structure

A Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO)
is the policy board of an organization created
and designated to carry out the metropolitan
transportation planning process. MPOs are
required to represent localities in all urbanized
areas with populations over 50,000. An
urbanized area with a population over 200,000
people, as defined by the U.S. Census Bureau
and designated by the Secretary of the U.S.
Department of Transportation, is called a
Transportation Management Area. In 2023,
the population of the Oshkosh MPO planning
area was approximately 79,180.

The Oshkosh MPO is comprised of local and
regional transportation professionals and elected
officials. The MPO consists of three committees:
the Transportation Committee (Policy Board),

the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC), and
the Commission Board. The committees direct
and monitor transportation plans with guidance
from MPO staff at the East Central Wisconsin
Regional Planning Commission.

Boundary Changes & Updates

ECWRPC staff are working with local
communities to update the urban area boundary
for the Oshkosh MPO. The boundary is updated
every 10 years to reflect population and land
use changes. The new boundary will require
approval from WisDOT before adoption. The
new urban area boundary will then be used to
update the functional classification system for
the MPO.
